A Associacdo Portuguesa de Profissionais em Sociologia Industrial, das Organizagdes e do
Trabalho (APSIOT) organizou, em 27 e 28 de novembro de 2014, o | Encontro Internacional de
Sociologia Industrial, das Organizagcbes e do Trabalho (I EISIOT), subordinado ao tema
Mudanga Social e Dindmica Economica. Trabalho e Desafios das Sociedades Contemporaneas.

O | EISIOT tragou como principal objectivo discutir os atuais processos de mudancga social e
econdmica, bem como os impactos que tais alteracdes produzem nas diferentes dimensdes da

vida social relacionadas com o trabalho.

Assiste-se hoje a transformacgdes na sociedade e na economia que colocam as Sociologias
Industrial, das Organizacbes e do Trabalho perante novos desafios de investigacdo e de
intervencdo. O didlogo entre diferentes cientistas sociais assume-se como central para gerar um
debate aprofundado dos processos de mudanga em curso e das suas implicagdes ao nivel da
formulacao de politicas publicas.

Para alcancar este designio, o | EISIOT convidou Sociélogos/as, Economistas e outros/as
cientistas sociais de varios paises, para debater um conjunto de temas que afectam os individuos,
as organizacdes e a sociedade em geral. Foram sugeridos sete tdpicos de debate, no ambito dos
quais os participantes apresentaram as suas comunicacOes, a saber: i) Inovagdo, economia,
emprego e politicas publicas; ii) Trabalho e emprego na economia social; iii) Educagdo e
mercado de trabalho; iv); Mercado de trabalho, flexibilidade e precariedade; v) RelacOes de
género, familia e emprego; vi) Gestdo de recursos humanos e vii) Relagbes laborais e

movimentos sociais.

O convite lancado aos/as Socidlogos/as e outros/as cientistas sociais para apresentarem no |
EISIOT os resultados da sua investigacdo, a sua experiéncia profissional ou o produto de outras
atividades desenvolvidas em diversos contextos organizacionais, foi aceite por muitos, como se
pode confirmar nestas atas. Em dois dias reuniram em Lisboa 102 participantes, foram
apresentadas 65 comunicagdes e estiveram representadas 5 nacionalidades.
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Para o sucesso alcancado pelo | ENSIOT contribuiram varias pessoas e organizacoes, as quais €
devido um agradecimento. A Escola Superior de Educacio do Instituto Politécnico de Lisboa,
pelo acolhimento e pela cedéncia das suas instalacbes para a realizagdo do Encontro; aos
conferencistas convidados por partilharem o seu conhecimento e promoverem a reflexéo e o
debate; aos membros do Conselho de Programa por prestigiarem o Encontro com a avaliacdo
cientifica das comunicacdes; aos moderadores e oradores dos Vvarios painéis teméaticos e aos

membros da Comissdo Organizadora.

A organizacdo deste Encontro Internacional foi uma estreia para a APSIOT, da qual fazemos um
balanco muito positivo e, por isso, esta iniciativa tera continuidade com periocidade bienal.

Esperamos, por isso, poder voltar a encontrar-nos em 2016!

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Editor’s Note

The Portuguese Association of Professionals in Industrial Sociology, Sociology of Organizations
and Work — APSIOT - organized on 28 and 29 November, 2014 the FIRST INTERNATIONAL
MEETING OF INDUSTRIAL SOCIOLOGY, SOCIOLOGY OF ORGANIZATIONS AND
WORK under the theme: Work, Social Change and Economic Dynamics: Challenges for

Contemporary Societies.

The aim of the Meeting was to discuss current processes of social and economic change and their
impacts on complementary dimensions of social life related to work. Current changes in society
and economy present new challenges to research and intervention in the fields of Industrial

Sociology, Sociology of Organizations and Work.

The dialogue between Social Scientists from different disciplines is of paramount importance for
a comprehensive debate of the ongoing processes of change and their implications on policy-
making. To achieve this goal, the First ISSOW, challenged Sociologists, Economists and other
Social Scientists from a diversity of countries to discuss a set of issues that affect individuals,
organizations and society in general. Seven topics have been suggested, within which
participants submitted their presentations, namely: i) Innovation, Economy, Employment and
Public Policies ii) Work and Employment in the Social Economy iii) Education and Labour
Market iv) Labour Market, Flexibility and Precariousness v) Gender Relations, Family and
Employment Vi) Human Resources Management vii) Labour Relations and Social Movements.

The invitation launched to sociologists and other social scientists for presenting the results of
their research, their professional experience or the output of other activities undertaken in various
organizational contexts, was accepted by many, as these proceedings confirm. During two days,
in Lisbon, 102 participants met together, 65 papers were presented and 5 nationalities were

represented.

We would like to express our gratitude to several persons and organizations that contributed to
the success of the First ISSOW. To the Lisbon School of Education, from the Lisbon Polytechnic

Institute, for welcoming this event and offering its premises free of charge; to the invited
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conference speakers, for sharing their knowledge and promoting the reflection and the debate on
different issues; to the members of the Scientific Committee who contributed to the prestige of
the Meeting by reviewing the submitted abstracts; to the chairs and presenters who participated
in the various thematic sessions, and to the members of the Organizing Committee.

Organizing this International Meeting was a new experience to APSIOT with very positive
results and, therefore, this initiative will continue to be organized every two years. We are, thus,
looking forward to meeting you all again in 2016!
